Due to the incidents in the USA on September 11, 2001, organizational structures and capacities dealing with incidents that involve mass casualties have been under constant review around the world. According to an idea expressed by the European Commission, COM (2005), generic preparedness planning and interoperability are key elements in mitigating the impact of mass emergencies. Following this conclusion we established a consortium (MASH-consortium) within the public health program of the European Union, which intends to ascertain the standards for C/RN mass casualty management in the member states of the EU 27.
